JULY 1 2011 – DECEMBER 31, 2012

District 33Y’s starting balance on July 1st 2011 was $500.00. The District

income from July 1, 2011 through December 31, 2011 was $6292.18. After

expenses of $5267.80, the ending balance was $1,524.38. The District is in good

financial shape. The bills for the second half dues were sent out in the first

week of January.

Total dues billed were based on the LCI’s reported membership of 1082 less

the 40 life members. Total billed for the 1042 members was $3386.50 of which

$3246.75 was received, which is approximately 98% of the amount due. This

does not include 2 college clubs. The two college clubs had a total membership

of 46 members at dues of $1.63, which was paid in full. The District is in good

financial shape.

The District also received a LCIF Grant of $10,000.00 for Hurricane relief, of

which about $6,800.00 has been spent on personal items for those who were

displaced or damaged by the floods and hurricane damage. The fund were

used in the Ashley Falls, Greenfield, Huntington and Williamstown areas. The

balance of $3,200 will be returned to LCIF within the next month.

The LCIF Grant for tornado Relief was successfully completed at the end of

the previous fiscal year.

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Emergency Sight and Hearing 33Y Midwinter Report
January 2012

Over the last 38 years the Emergency Sight and Hearing Foundation has assisted
people in need of general eye care, correction and treatment including both eye
glasses and hearing aids. In addition we have assisted people in need of cataract
surgery and eye prosthetics.
We fund requests from needy individuals whose special sight and hearing needs
far exceed the financial resources of most of the clubs in our district. Normally we
process 20 plus cases per year, this past year we handled 30 cases.
Included in these cases were 19 hearing aid requests, one desk top computer for
a legally blind person, two vision therapy cases for children, four requests for
eyeglasses - one of which was for special bifocal prisms and another for special
flat line lenses. There were also two cataract operation requests. In addition we
denied three case applications. Two were denied because they had investments
that were more than twice the income maximum guidelines.
This past year we spent $22,262, in addition two Lions clubs contributed $800 to
these cases and one applicant contributed $300.
Finally, Emergency Sight and Hearing will continue to be there to help people in
need, but we continue to need your financial support.
