Our State Convention is coming up on May 7 - 9 at the Sheraton Hyannis on Cape Cod. PDG George Tower is our District Chairperson (413-443-6287). We have a limited number of rooms available - don't wait for the last minute.

Our District donations to the Massachusetts Lions Eye Research Fund to date are lagging behind last year’s total.  Our District goal of $110,000 is still a dot on the horizon, with just over $32,000 donated so far this year. We need a strong commitment from our Clubs to donate to this very important project at the State Convention.  The research that the MLERF sponsors every year has made, and continues to make, miracles happen in the fight to eliminate preventable and curable blindness. Eliminating blindness will happen in our lifetime and the Lions of Massachusetts can be proud of our role in this quest.  Please support this worthy cause with your donations.
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IPDG Jean’s Column:

LCIF:  We have presented 6 MJFs since 7/1/03 and have several others in the works. But DG Jim's goal is to reach 20 this year, so we have a long way to go.  Most Clubs have money in the fund already, and just need to make up the difference to reach $1000 in order to present a MJF. If we want to help DG Jim meet his goal, we need to get these plaques ordered.  The sooner the better because as it gets closer to the end of the year, LCI gets inundated with orders, and it will take 8-10 weeks, instead of the normal 2-3 weeks if we order them now.  

In the March ‘04 issue of the Lions Magazine, District 33Y is mentioned on Page 37 in an LCIF article.   In the pink box, listing largest increases in donations, District 33Y is listed with a 20% increase.  In 01-02 we donated $21,536, and in 02-03 we donated $25,903.  A reminder--IPDG Pam (as LCIF Chair), and I (for the District) received Certificates of Appreciation for an increase of over 5% in donations to LCIF, as was requested by the International President during my year as DG. I thank all the Lions in 33Y for me for helping us to achieve this goal.

Membership:  33Y is currently at a + 12 in membership for the 2003-2004 year.  This is the first time in many years we have had a net increase, and we haven’t lost as many in December as we usually do.  It looks like we've turned ourselves around.  DG Jim and I have installed several new members since the first of the year. Our goal is to have a 10% increase this year, so we still need more new members to make that happen.  It's up to each Lion to ask at least one new person to join each year.  The state membership committee has created a very attractive new pin for Presidents and Membership Chairs to earn, if their club shows a net increase of 10% by year-end. It would be great if every Club in 33Y could qualify for this award

Mooch A Thon---We need to Mooch, Mooch, Mooch.   All proceeds from the Mooch benefit Mass. Lions Eye Research.  DG Jim's goal is $110,000 this year, which is $8,000 more than last year.  We lost two Clubs last year, and will not get their donations, so we have to work extra hard to bring in the money we lost. Last year we raised $4,100 in the Mooch, and our goal is $10,000 this year.   Please turn money in to your treasurers ASAP, and have them send a check to MLER c/o Jean W.
